
Deconstruction in 
Connecticut: How to Start

INTRODUCTION
This resource is intended for homeowners, property managers, and businesses in Connecticut who are interested in alternatives to building 
demolition, and instead are considering strategies with lower environmental impact: anywhere from a pre-demo cleanout all the way to a full 
deconstruction.

Deconstruction is the process of taking apart a building in order to salvage and reuse materials. Deconstruction can take different pathways based 
on its scale.

BENEFITS OF DECONSTRUCTION 
Choosing deconstruction offers a broad spectrum of benefits, including potential cost savings, marketing opportunities, job creation, and positive 
environmental impact.

Cost: While costs vary by project, deconstruction provides an opportunity to save on disposal costs and receive associated tax deductions when 
donating to qualified nonprofits, potentially offsetting any additional labor costs.

Marketing: Deconstruction projects small and large can be leveraged for brand recognition and can highlight your commitment to the community.

Job Creation: Reusing and recycling construction and demolition (C&D) materials creates jobs. In fact, deconstruction creates 6 to 8 jobs for every 
1 job that demolition creates.

Environmental: Deconstruction reduces greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions and embodied carbon  (the greenhouse gas emissions arising from the 
manufacturing, transportation, installation, maintenance, and disposal of building materials), and preserves natural resources.
